Above the couch on the wall is a framed painting.


Using instruments, draw a Planometric View of the couch and painting.


The corner of the room is given as a starting point.


Do not show the thickness of the walls.
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The Elevation and Plan of a corner of a room are shown.


A corner unit, wall mounted radiator, sofa, picture frame and small rug are included.


Using sizes from the given views draw a Planometric View of the corner of the room and its contents.


 Use corner ‘X’ as your starting point.
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Two views of a graphics studio are shown, drawn to scale.


Draw, to the same scale, a Planometric View of the studio looking from the door.


Ignore the two nearest walls and the computer but the depth of the window should be shown.


Start your drawing at point ‘X’.
