Redraw the layout of the house to a scale of 1:50.  Do not draw the grid.





Your layout plan should include the following detail, drawn to BS standards:


The plan should include the windows of the house in the required positions.


Each room should have a door for access included and all rooms should be accessed from the hall.  No rooms should have access directly to other rooms.


Each room should have a light switch on the wall and a light situated in the centre of the room – the light in the kitchen should be a 1200mm strip light.


The Bathroom should include a bath and a wash hand basin.


The WC should include a toilet.


The kitchen should include the following items:


a sink (1200mm x 600mm)


a cooker (600mm x 600mm)


a fridge (600mm x 600mm)


a washing machine (600mm x 600mm)


any available space left in the kitchen should have work surfaces fitted.


(These items should be placed wherever you think they fit best)


The external walls should be shown as 250mm thick


All internal walls are 100mm thick


The final drawing should include a North point pointing towards the top of the drawing.


The final drawing should include a scale.





You should use your own judgement for any dimensions that are not clear from the question.
